The State Museum in O$wiecim informs you that among the partially preserved records of the
Archive there is the following information about the undermentioned prisoner of the
concentration camp in O$wiecim-Brzezinka (Concentration Camp Auschwitz-Birkenau):

BLEYER Stefan / Ichtwan born in 1930,
was brought to the concentration camp in O$§wiecim-Brzezinka / Concentration Camp
Auschwitz-Birkenau / in July of 1944 /specific date missing/.

In the camp [he] was ientified as prisoner Hungarian Jew, number B-14615.

In the Concentration Camp Auschwitz-Birkenau [he] stayed until the liberation of the
camp / 27 January, 1945 /.

There is no other information about this liberated prisoner.
